Abstract (adapted from IMDB.com):

Questions for Discussion:

1.  As you watch the film, look for motifs, parallelisms, and contrasts created among the characters, settings, colors, etc.

2.  How do the formal choices for sound, editing, camerawork, mise-en-scène, and narrative in Get Out compare to our other screened films? Give examples.
3.  How does ideology attempt to “interpellate” (hail) people as subjects in the film? The film often comically dismisses these attempted interpellations, or it highlights their successful and frightening recognition. Find examples.

4.  Describe three or more examples of Althusser’s ISAs in Get Out and at least one example of RSA intervention. Describe examples using terms. 
5.  How does the film’s ending affect our response to the film’s ideologies? Peele originally envisioned a very different ending; how would a different ending change the film, and why?
